Councilor Scapicchio To Leave On April 30,2006

A special election will be held to fill the District 1 City Council seat being vacated by Councilor Paul Scapicchio who is leaving to join ML Strategies after serving eight years on the Council.  A preliminary election will be held on May 16th  followed by the final election on June 13th..  Eight candidates have submitted nomination papers to City Hall by the March 30 deadline with hopes to qualify for the ballot in the preliminary election.  The two candidates with the highest votes in the preliminary election will square off in the final election.  In order to qualify, the candidates must be a resident of the district and must have collected at least 200 signatures. 

It has been four years since the last special municipal election for a City Council District seat occurred.  In 2002, Councilor Rob Consalvo won the District 5 seat in a special election held after the departure of Councilor Dan Conley.  This election will be the first time a special election has been held for the District 1 seat.
